Brown et al. combine satellite data and climate modeling to investigate changes in river ice
across Alaska. Using a dataset archived at the Arctic Data Center, they show that ice seasons
have shortened significantly over the past four decades. These trends pose increasing
challenges and change for communities that rely on river ice.
