My husband and my children.

I have no education, besides public school.
6. What do you do for a living?

I don’t work outside home.
Section 2: Opinions about Sex, Pregnancy and Contraception (Section:)

1. What are some reasons young people in Kullorsuaq decide to have sex? 
I have a hard time answering that, young people here, I have a child which is young, sometimes I realize that she has been with someone, even though I tell her that she is too young, don’t try too much to have sex with someone. Mainly my daughter lets me know, that if her peers has done something then absolutely have to do the same, if she has done something then her peers also does what she has done. I see them as if they try to win over each other, luckily my daughter has understood, don’t look at your peers, something like that.
2. What do you think are some reasons young people in Kullorsuaq decide not to have sex? 

I don’t know, mainly most have parents have listened to the parents have to say, easily to tell something, some are not easy to tell something.
3. What do you think are some reasons young people in Kullorsuaq decide to use contraception (like condoms, birth control pills, Depo-Provera, etc.) to prevent pregnancy?

I think that when we were young, surely our parents tell us, then the school didn’t have sexual education as a subject, now the school has them as part od educational program, hence some young people start using contraception right after their confirmation.
MDR: Just as you mentioned earlier, because the parents tell them to protect themselves.

In earlier days the older parents want to become grandparents immediately, then we immediately have children. Earlier they want to become grandfather, grandmother, that is what they used to do earlier.

MDR: How about you, do you want to become a grandmother immediately? No, I want my children to go to school first.
4. What do you think are some reasons young people in Kullorsuaq decide not to use contraception to prevent pregnancy? 

My daughter has told me that some young people have heard, using p-pills immediately that the ovaries start to die, so that they can’t get pregnant, that is what she has heard, that is what she told me.
5. What do you think are some reasons that young people in Kullorsuaq decide to delay parenting until after their teenage years? Or opposite; decide to become parents as teenagers?

Most I of those I hear about wants to go to school first.
6. How are reasons for both using and not using contraception different for females versus males? For example, why might a female want to use contraception to prevent a pregnancy? And why might a male want to use a condom or have the female he is having sex with use contraception to prevent a pregnancy? 

Maybe it is the same, and don’t want to have child but wants to have sex, they may not be ready.
I think the men and women have same reasoning for why they want to prevent pregnancy.

Section 3: Personal Understanding About Sex, Pregnancy, and Contraception (Section:)

1. How did you learn about sex? Who taught you about sex? 

When I got my confirmation my parents had a talk with me, you can’t have sex yet, it doesn’t mean that you are an adult just because you had your confirmation. I said yes. I tried it when I was about to turn 15, I have heard that my peer has been with someone, she told me it was painful, I have said that I didn’t want to have sex because I didn’t want to hurt. The I fell for a young man, then all of a sudden it occurred and that young man I was with, he told me to relax and get stiff. I wasn’t hurt and I was not in pain, my first partner taught me.
2. What did you learn about sex? 

I was so young then, I don’t think I learned anything. I just tried it. Then another man, I had fallen in love with, he taught me and, parents used to say that don’t take him for a partner, he was in that situation, surely he was sad, and I have another husband now.
3. How did what you learned about sex when you were young differ from what you understand about sex today? 

When I first became an adult, I like to have sex then now that I have children, now that they are all grown up I don’t feel like having sex with my partner, but surely when he wants I still have sex with him.
MDR: Is it because you don’t want any more children or what is the reason? Like others we don’t always have enough to provide for the family, we have agreed that we have enough children, that we don’t want to have any more children.

MDR: Is it therefore you don’t feel like sex, because of that? No, my daughter has been abused then I think when I am having sex with my husband as if I am with that abuser, even though it is not like that. I have tried to accept that and was affected by it. 
4. What did you learn when you were young about what happens when a female gets pregnant? How did you learn this? 

Take myself as an example, when I got pregnant I had nausea, sleeping, eating and throw some of it up.
I learned when I experienced myself.
5. How did/do you learn about contraception? What did/do you learn about contraception? 

When I had my daughter and the second time had my son, I told my husband now that we have both a girl and a boy, let us stop, they are enough. We lived with my parents to begin with and their house was small, I told him we can’t keep having children. Then I almost immediately got pregnant again, then we have agreed, we both didn’t like abortion. I say that I have four children, but they were five but one of them was given away to a couple who can’t have children of their own, upon an agreement.
I learned about contraception because a new occurred, I started out using p-pills but they didn’t help and I end up getting pregnant again, while I still were using p-pills. Since we don’t like abortion and have agreed, we didn’t get an abortion and had another child, then I said enough/that is it. While we were still thinking about which contraception to use, he used condoms when we are having sex but I got pregnant again, a final pregnancy. Then we agreed to get me sterilized, now I am sterilized.

MDR: Did you already know about sterilization, have you heard about someone who has been sterilized? Yes.
6. Did/do you use contraception? Why or why not? 

No. but sterilized. See why above.
7. Describe the kinds of relationships you see in Kullorsuaq. Are they healthy or unhealthy? What makes them healthy or unhealthy? 

According to what I see and hear about, relationships are not healthy, because we hear that they have sexual affairs outside their primary partners. Some are violent towards their partner, that beat up their partner and some I see mainly on the week-ends when we go for a walk, I see some who has a partner who are kissing with young people, some are like that. Some who already has a partner are trying to lure a young person to be their sexual partner. For example, maybe we will get to that, I don’t know, my daughter has been lured by someone who already have a partner, without our knowledge, she was lured. Though she wasn’t beaten but she didn’t want to have sex with that person, but he abused her, like that. Some who live as couples are good at luring young people, they try to lure young people even though they have a partner. But the young people are now more aware of the luring risk.
Some couples are alcoholics, then for some, many people live together in a house.
8. Please describe one experience or more than one experience that had a strong influence on your feelings about sex?

I have already talk about it earlier, but it is nothing I directly have experienced but something my daughter has experienced.
9. Please describe one experience or more than one experience that had a strong influence on your feelings about pregnancy and having children? 

First time I got pregnant I lost it, now when I got with my son I was happy, surely because I was to become a mother and lived with the father to be.
10. Please describe one experience or more than one experience that had a strong influence on your feelings about your use of contraception? (For males - Please describe one experience or more than one experience that had a strong influence on your feelings about using a condom or having your partner/girlfriend/wife use contraception). 

I mentioned earlier that I got pregnant while I used p-pills and realizing that the p-pills doesn’t work for me, I had a hard time it happened while I was still taking them, I was so careful in taking my p-pills correctly. Surely in the beginning there were a lot of thoughts, sometimes we just don’t have enough to provide for our family as it is. We did agree to get an abortion, then I said that we were born without being removed (abortion), it must want to become a human, we shouldn’t get an abortion, then we agreed to keep it.
Section 4: Relationships (Section:)

1. What do you think males and females in Kullorsuaq want in a relationship? What are the differences/similarities in what males want to have in a relationship versus females? 

For me, when I first fell in love with a man, I was closest to my father, I contacted my father, he told me that it is up to me but pointed out that I was still young then surely I didn’t mind then I told my mother, she said not him, disliked him and didn’t think he was good enough. She can see, though he is not a hardcore alcoholic but he drinks alcohol every day, I was hurt then. When I told her that I fell in love my husband, she was all happy and told me to chose him. I was angry with my mother because when I first fell in love, and I still love him, I still haven’t told him that I don’t love him anymore, she didn’t want me to have him, I got angry. She said, that he is the one you should marry, I was angry with my mother, because I told her then that I fell in love for the first time and she didn’t approve.
My mother used to talk to me about that a man must be able to provide for his family before I married my husband, she used to talk to me saying daughter, your father and I have lived together for many years. Your father has never been violent and beat me, he has never treated me wrong or beat me up, you should have a husband like that. My father has also told me, whenever you get a partner and he beats you, you have to tell us about it. Surely I don’t know what the reason is, now that I have a husband and children I understand how precious a child is, and we tell the children what to do and not to do. I have proud that I am married to that man, he has never beat me up till this day, he even does my chores, we help each other.
Men are stern with their partners and surely my husband also think about other men and wonder why they have to be so stern with their partners, though it is so previous to have a partner.

2. What makes someone desirable? What are the differences/similarities in what makes a male desirable versus a female? 

For me, I won’t like, I am promiscuous, my partner, when I tell my husband what I have done, he doesn’t say a word, he doesn’t even get angry. I have started to think that maybe my partner doesn’t care, because no matter what I do and what he hears, he doesn’t respond. I then acquired a taste for being promiscuous and have sex with single men, then my husband started to talk regretting that I do what I do. I told him that he should express himself in words, I thought, I needed you to say something, I am getting away from my promiscuous live. Then when I see another man I am interested in I tell my husband, in the beginning he used to say, it is up to you, I used to think that my husband didn’t care for me.

MDR: When you eye someone, do you get them? Sometimes, but now I have started to do the opposite thing, I try to better my life like other people do, I try to get away from that, our children are becoming adults. I can’t keep on living like that.
3. What makes someone a good partner? What are the differences/similarities in what makes a male a good partner versus a female?

We are many in my family, and now we can’t gather together as we used to in the past, surely I miss that: Maybe talking to someone you trust, then there are some you talk to and spread it around to others (gossip), and it is more trustworthy to talk to someone who doesn’t spread the word. Partners who doesn’t gossip makes better partners. 
4. What makes a relationship good? What makes you happy in a relationship?

Surely when we wake up in the morning, I am thankful, thankful for waking up all of us and are healthy. The rest of the day, we care for our children, thought they are equal in our eyes, my daughter has become vulnerable and has a hard behavior. Surely, our children are also thankful, thank you for being my mother, thank you for being my father, it makes one happy to be told such things.

It makes me happy when I look at my husband being cheerful and happy, no matter what I do he never beats me and always accepting me, had he been another man I would been devastated.
5. What are some problems that come up when trying to develop a relationship? 

If I use myself as an example, my husband doesn’t have a boat/vessel, and don’t have dogs and now it is almost dark season, my children are hungry, having nothing when we get their life is a challenge and I can sometimes say that I might be better if we divorced. Surely, my husband tells me, what are to achieve if we divorce, giving me something to think about. Having no job or possibility to provide for a family can be a problem in trying to develop a relationship.
MDR: What does your husband work with, does he work? No, now we don’t have a job, have no means of earning money but now our friends boat is not working so he has an outboard motor but not a boat, now they have agreed to get together helping each other. Surely, it will better our lives, we have many children, when we have nothing for them is quite frustrating. Living here in North Greenland, if we contact the social services, they say it is not possible because you have not been registered as someone looking for at job. It is not so nice, not being able to get help, especially when we have children.

MDR: How come you haven’t been registered as someone looking for a job? I have told my husband, I used to get registered, I want to care for my daughter for now, therefore I will stop being registered for now. If I am called to work before I regain my strength, and thinking about my daughter and they understand, they have stopped it for a time.
6. In which way do males and females in Kullorsuaq support each other in their relationships? 

Surely, I don’t know what other people do, at our house, I tell my husband, we have family in Innaarsuit and Tasiusaq, he travels to Tasiusaq to fish with my family, they fish together. After my daughter have been abused, I have needed my husband and didn’t want him to leave, I didn’t have the strength to care for our children alone, therefore I have called my husband home and now our opportunities have worsen. We help each other, not long ago he wanted to leave again, we have agreements, it is not so good if you don’t fish, and here he have no one he can fish with. But now, someone will help him and team up with him.
7. Why do you think someone in Kullorsuaq stays with a partner who does not treat them well? (by doing things like lying, going around with other people, not communicating with them). 

Not long ago, mainly thinking about the future of our children, we have looked for a job in Qasigiannguit, then now we only need a place/apartment/house to stay. We have agreed, if we just keep staying here, our children would have no future, the dark season is hard for us, we have agreed and talked together and we now pursue to move somewhere else and leave Kullorsuaq.
I recognize women who are in that situation, I think and recognize women in that situation, I don’t know why they stay.
8. What are your options to find a good partner?

We have very bad options in finding a good partner.
9. Where do people find partners in Kullorsuaq?

What I can see now, people from the south come here, some of them to hunt for narwhales, some get a partner, some mainly get fishermen form the south, the young people. But the majority find partners here in Kullorsuaq.
MDR: How about form the northern part? Some who are good at sewing, like that.
10. How do people date in Kullorsuaq? What do they do? Where do they go? 

I don’t know, when I want to see other people, I go to the club mainly in the week-ends, I don’t really feel like going out on a during the week, if I don’t go home to my father. We have fun in the club laugh together, smiling and happy people.
11. If you had a chance to give relationship advice to a young person in Kullorsuaq what would you say to them? Is there a difference in what you would say to a male versus a female? And if there is a difference what is it and why? 

Mainly to those with partners, those with partners should not go after young people, because young people minds are not that deep, they can’t think deep yet. 
Young people should not go after those with partners and mainly go for those with no partners.

No they would be the same.
12. Where did you learn about relationships? Who or what taught you about relationships? 

I didn’t learn it deeply.
My partner taught me about relationship.

Section 5: Love (Section:) 

 1. Describe what you believe romantic love is and what it involves. 

Like when I fell in love with that first man, I was happy, he got me happy, he was calm. We were made to leave each other, when I fell in love with the partner I have now, I never loved him as much as my first love, I don’t know why, surely I love him but not with that deep love, but I am thankful because he is my partner, I thank him. When we are romantic, we talk about what had happened what when we first start courting, like being thrown back, to when we were getting married, we married suddenly. Sometime we think it is funny. 
2. How did you learn about the type of love you just described? 

My husband reminds me.
3. Describe how you met your most recent or current partner/spouse/girlfriend/boyfriend? 

I met him while we were out and played hide and seek, then he asked me to come home with me then we went home, there we didn’t have sex. When I went home and it was okay, then there was only telephone and no cellular phones and then the walkie talkies were commonly used. While I was home all of a sudden someone called me, I am called Panittaaq, someone was calling over the radio Panittaaq Panittaaq. I was very surprised and answered yeah? It turned out that he was the one I have visited that man that night, he wanted me to visit me. I was ashamed towards my parent and went out and from then on, I didn’t tell him I love you, I wrote on his back with my fingers, guess what I wrote? The I wrote on his back that I loved him then he was quite surprised, what? Me? Yes. We talk about that situation, as how it was when we first started together. When I am too promiscuous, my partner reminds me of that, then I respond positively and we get happy. 
4. Discuss how your most recent or current relationship compares to your ideal loving relationship. 

Surely, my husband and I talk together, what is that calm situation we want to achieve, we talk together and sometimes we argue then we agreed that we both want to become workers. Because it would be safer for the children, providing for them with clothes and food, so we can provide for them. We both don’t have jobs, we can’t stay in that situation and just keep talking about it without doing anything about it. Therefore, we have agreed that we should leave this place and become workers.
5. What do you like about your current/most recent relationship? 

Surely, I am happy when I look at my children, that I have children, a son, a daughter I am happy, they make me happy. I like that my husband sometimes many times can do house chores like washing dishes, cleaning, cooking and getting water, chores that normally I should do, I am thankful that he is like that.
6. What do you not like about your current/most recent relationship? 

Now I don’t like that he has no place where he earns money.
7. Discuss the importance to you of staying in your current relationship. 

Surely, we have children together and are married, that is important.
8. Can someone have sex without loving the person they are having sex with? What is your opinion about this? 

Yes, I think so.
I don’t know, maybe they do that just to have sex, maybe it is up to people themselves, I don’t what my opinion is, I don’t mind.
MDR: Don’t you mind, wouldn’t mind if your husband does that too? No, but I think that it is up to the person. We agree, especially when he is in Tasiusaq to fish, he is not secretive, I am secretive and takes me a long time to tell him. My husband asks, can I be with someone? I tell him, that I am thankful he tells me, but I tell him if it possible use a condom.

Section 6: Intimacy (Section:)

1. How are you and your partner/spouse/girlfriend/boyfriend intimate with each other? 

Maybe be use that everyday, sometimes when I wake up and he already has woken up then when I am cold then I get close to him and warm myself, it helps and then the children when they get off, they say I miss you and then hugging them.
2. Describe the different between being sexually intimate with someone verses being emotionally intimate with someone? 

I don’t know, maybe it is when we are with somebody we are excited and then when we hug each other we are calm, maybe those could be the difference.
3. Under what circumstances have you felt closest to your partner/spouse/girlfriend/boyfriend? Why was this? 

Maybe in those holydays, Easter, Christmas, being thankful to him, and thank him for celebrating the holydays with him mainly new year. In January and February when the years ends, I thank him for that we still are together and healthy and that we are with our children.
4. Describe when your partner/spouse/girlfriend/boyfriend has attempted to make you feel better? Was he/she successful at making you feel better? Why or why not? And did this create more intimacy in your relationship? Why or why not? 

He does that every day. Sometimes, he doesn’t succeed. Because I don’t feel like doing anything. It stays the same way. Sometimes I feel better.
5. In what way or ways did your intimate relationship with your partner/spouse/girlfriend/boyfriend influence your decision to have children? 

I have planned to go to school first, but I am too close with my father and can’t live away from him, then I didn’t get myself an education. I have planned to study instead of getting a partner too early but I ended up getting a partner early. We decided to have children, because my mother wants to become a grandparent. It was like that then; the mother was the matriarch. Surely, I said that I don’t have time, then she said that she will care for the child, they do that in the north, but surely I was happy when I got pregnant. 
6. How did having children influence the intimacy in your relationship with your partner/spouse/girlfriend/boyfriend?

I had a son as my first child, when I had my son I cried, I was thinking my father have wanted to get a grandson, when he was first born, I was jealous of him though he was my first. We got home and were healthy, then my father didn’t see me, only his grandchild, then I started being jealous of my son. Then I got pregnant again, it turns out with my daughter. I couldn’t tell my father, include me, when I got pregnant I courageously told them that I was jealous of my son, my father understood and was sorry. You are also lovable because you made sure I have grandchild, like that, it is first from that time I felt better, but I can still, my father has started to receive early pension, then when the months ends, while my son is still in school I go to see my father before he does, to be the first. When I am to get money from first then I feel better, but surely I have also told my son, surely he understood and now we jokingly compete against each other, for fun.
Section 7: Experiences in Relationships (Section:)
1. Discuss a situation in which you and your partner/spouse/girlfriend/boyfriend disagreed about something? How did you resolve the conflict? Describe how you and your partner/spouse/girlfriend/boyfriend resolve conflict? 

At first, when I have been with another man I used to explain lying then my husband would believe me, then I realized that it is unhealthy and I can’t keep on lying I am trying very hard to stop it. We have started to talk more with each other and my husband has started to tell me not to, it would be okay if you don’t have sex with others. How is it they have sex with you since you so much want to be with others? I say I don’t know why; I don’t why I am like that. We have started to talk more to with each other but my husband is the silent type he doesn’t say much, I miss that, ne never says much.
MDR: Do you have disagreements? No much but we have some disagreements like other couples then he says, it is okay what had happened has already happened let us just forget it. I tell him if we don’t talk about it we can’t get over it, it is not something you easily get passed, it would be better if we talked with each other, then I just don’t say anymore. Sometimes I think, it is job that needs to be completed.
2. Describe one or more than one experience with your partner/spouse/girlfriend/boyfriend that you felt was hurtful, or violent or abusive? 

My husband has never been hurtful, violent or abusive. I am the one who has been hurtful towards him but till today he has never responded to me. I think, that he is a strong man.
MDR: Has he been abusive to you? No, I have been violent to him and he never responded back at me and just took the beating. I can say, my husband has never been violent to me but I have been violent to him.
3. How did this experience or experiences influence your relationship?

Surely, it was saddening, I felt bad for my husband, I always do and I am thankful he never hits back. Thinking about what I have done, I am thankful he never treats me the way I have treated him. I am thankful to him.
4. How did this experience or experiences influence your decision to have children? 

That happened right after we have had all of our children.
5. How did this experience or experiences influence your feelings or thoughts about sex? 

I had to cry when I was to have sex with him. Surely, from then on it stopped, I felt bad, he asked don’t you want to be with me, I said no, it is me, surely he was surprised when I start crying. I felt bad, is it because you don’t want to have sex with me, I said no, it is me. Surely let him him know after we had sex, what was going on.
6. If the experience/experiences happened after you had children how was your parenting influenced? In what ways did these experiences impact your family?

Having had to feel sorry to your children, at that time after I beat my husband, our children were placed with other families over night, they were returned the next day by the social workers. I went to the social workers to tell them what I have done, then my husband had also gone to the doctor on the same day, without my knowledge. Before two o’clock at night our children were temporary placed with other families, then I went home, surely, my husband was scared and asked about where the children were when he first got home, then I told him that they were temporary placed and will come home again tomorrow. We went to bed separately.
At that time, my mother was in Nuuk hospital, my mother, but I say, it is because of me that one side of my mother’s face dropped. Because I had given them such a hard time, but my mother says that it is not because of me, I tell her that it was my fault. 
7. How did you heal from this experience/experiences? What did you do? Who did you talk with? Where did you go? Or why does this experience still hurt you and make it difficult for you to heal?

I went to the social workers, to tell them what I have done. I used to be promiscuous and are trying to stop that now, I was sent to Upernavik hospital and when I got back I had fallen in love with a man in Upernavik. I was on the cellular phone all the time, that day on the December 13th, on my birthday, I was to turn 30 in 2010. I was on the cellular phone all the times I didn’t even sleep that much. My husband told me wife you will be turning 30 tomorrow, maybe you should bake some cakes because it is a big birthday, it is important. I was angry with him, I was still on the cellular phone while sitting, my husband took the cellular phone from me, when I got up, I had lost it, when I got my self I was stabbing him on his back with a knife, my husband was just curled up with his back to me, protecting his face. When I got to myself I game him the knife, I felt bad Abel, then he took the knife and put it on the table, I just thought of the municipality bailiff, I had to turn myself in because what I did was violent and hard. Then the municipality bailiffs house was not lit, then I went directly to the social worker’s home and told the social worker of what I have done, the the social worker informed her/his partner and then we were told to go there. I used to have a significant life and my husband doesn’t even hit me back or say anything. Surely, I tried to get over as other would do. Before my daughter had her confirmation she started to tell me, while she still was a child, she used to tell me, I am ashamed having you for a mother, I used to don’t care about it, but now that she has had her confirmation and knows better. Surely I give her hugs, I tell her that I am sorry and want to stop this like other people would, I love you and will never leave you. I used to have a bad life, and my husband never say anything or express himself but now, he luckily tries to tell me to stop me, I tell him that I am glad that he tells me to stop.
I still hurt me, my husband tells me that things that happened in 2010 are gone, you have to accept that, I tell him that I am angry with myself, I get angry with myself.
8. What have you learned about intimacy in relationships because of this experience/experiences that you discussed? 

Now, my husband had started to say something and express himself, surely in the beginning he doesn’t used to say anything and now he expresses himself, now all I want is my husband. I tell him that it is good that you have started to express yourself and then our children don’t used to say anything when they are afraid or not feeling good. We have started to tell our children that they have to say something if they are afraid or not feeling good, now they can express themselves too. Now we all talk to each other on how we are and understand each other better.
Section 8: Values (Section:)
1. What is the value of sex in your life? 

For me, now I don’t want to have sex with my partner but because he is my partner I have started to want to have sex with him, but sometimes while we are in the act I stop. Then I tell him that I felt that I was with that man who abused our daughter. Surely he gives me hugs and just don’t want to get through with the sex, and tell me that it is good that I expressed myself. 
MDR: Before your daughter was abused, was the value of sex different? No, it was not different and remained the same, it was great, I like it. But after my daughter was abused I kind lost its value.
2. What is the value of using contraception or condoms? Why is/or isn’t this important to you? (For men: What is the value of your partner/spouse/girlfriend using contraception or you to use condoms?)

When we have sex without condom, I feel discomfort of the sperm then I tell him that I don’t like it and he should use a condom, surely he understands in the beginning he would ask me why? The I explain to him that I feel discomfort by it.
3. What is the value of having children in your life? 

Surely, it makes me happy and I am thankful that I have our children and always say that, I tell them that I am thankful for that they have chosen me as their mother here in the world. They also than me, especially my daughter I am also thankful that you are my mother, then the others do the same.
Section 9: Sex, Children and Relationships

1. What is the explanation of the sexual affairs outside someone’s primary relationship/partnership? What contributes to people in Kullorsuaq having sexual affairs? What kind of impact does this have on the families and people living here in Kullorsuaq? 

For me, maybe we have had afraid just to have affairs or just to be silly.
I don’t know, here when in the twilight season most people experience that.

It has had an impact on us via my husband’s family, then my husband’s nieces husband has abused our daughter. We couldn’t look at each other anymore. My husband’s nieces husband abused my daughter, he was my husbands brother in law and then my husband’s family supported their son in law, saying that my daughter lied. My daughter ended up pregnant from the abuse, in the beginning she decided to keep the child then after the experts from the south talked to her about that she got pregnant from abuse and that it could have an impact while she is pregnant. Let me say luckily the had an abortion, understanding the situation and she said that I will get pregnant with someone I love one day. Surely it has an impact to this date, we still can’t look at each other but surely it is not like I am with people of other religion, we are Lutherans surely I pray like others, surely I love my husband’s family, I would like to the families to come back together. Yesterday, the family celebrated birthday, though we weren’t invited, we came to celebrate with them, surely my husband nephews have longed for him and were calling for him when they saw him, the families were so happy to see each other again that they cried. I said that children are loved they don’t forget, your children are loved by us that is why they behave like this, they were hugging and they had to cry. We had our daughter with us, that man who has abused my daughter left immediately then we didn’t mind, it was okay, we were not leaving, surely we try to get back in and not to becomes enemies. We told my daughter that the family are celebrating a birthday, your father and I are planning to attend, would you like to come along, then she said yes, she also missed the family. When we came in, she was silent in the beginning but these children had longed so much they cheered her up, they were happy. Surely, we have not treated them bad.
MDR:  How old was your daughter when she was abused? 14 years going on 15.

MDR: How old was the abuser? He is born in 1987, 28 years.

MDR: When did that happened? This year (2015) in June. We have reported it to the authorities, indicting him, surely we haven’t told him that we have indicted him, I don’t know how he had heard, I realized that someone has been lying about me, so I went to Upernavik to tell them my side of the story, opposite – they accused my daughter for being the responsible and letting that man go. But we were told that it is possible to prosecute him in the court of law, so we proceeded to do so, it required a lot of us, for me and my husband. My husband was fishing in Tasiusaq, I needed him and got him home, it is okay if you are not earning money, it is important that you are here, I can’t handle this myself, they also need you. People swear at us all the time, surely, now it is seldom we use Facebook, my husband’s niece the wife of the abuser she swears against us on the Facebook and even my daughter saying she was a slut and a whore and that she is like her mother, my daughter was so ashamed she stopped going out, locked herself in, then we talked to her that she is not alone, there are other people who are treated like that. Luckily, her peers cheer her up and she has started to live again and the case is still going and we are just waiting.
MDR: It is strange, that man is from 1987 and is 28 years old, and your daughter was 14 years old and could never be held responsible according to her young age. The younger person who is only 14 years old can not be held responsible the 28-year-old is responsible no matter what, if you let it go on to the court who wont be wrong.

Surely, we have someone we talk to, that man has been lying, saying that she was 15 when he had sex with her and my daughter said that she was only 14 years old, before I turned 15.
2. How shall we understand the pregnancies where the child grows up without their biological father or biological mother? What is the explanation of this?

Like my husband, he grew up with out his father, the parents were not couple when he was conceived and born. My husbands father called him for his son then now he says that it is not his son, surely, he misses his father in the holyday. He doesn’t care but he says that he misses him, he says if I just see him today is enough.
3. How does a child growing up without their biological father or mother influence people having and raising children in Kullorsuaq?

I don’t know, I have never experienced that so I don’t know anything about that. I see them but I don’t know what they think.
4. What is your opinion about planned versus unplanned pregnancy?

First I don’t agree with them, I got pregnant unplanned, I used to tell them if it is unplanned why didn’t you have contraception? You should have contraception if you don’t plan to get pregnant. Now some happened while drunk, I don’t know how to explain that.
I don’t mind planned pregnancy.

I have a hard time comparing them against each other, I haven’t tried any of them.
5. Who decides what happens to the pregnancy when someone gets pregnant? For example, is it both mother and the father? Only the mother? Only the father? Or someone else? Why is this? And how does who make the decision about a pregnancy influence whether or not someone will have a child? 

When I got pregnant with my son, those who wants to become grandparents, but now it is not like, mothers, grandmothers used to be like that.
MDR: How old were you when you got pregnant with your son? 18 years old going on 19. 

MSR: So you were already at the responsible age at that time? Yes. But then I already lived with my husband.
6. How do you describe a healthy pregnancy?

Surely, it makes one happy when becoming pregnant, especially when not knowing how I got pregnant, then when I was first told that I was pregnant, huh, then I got quite happy, then when I when home to tell them that I was pregnant, I was shy at first. When I told my partner that I was pregnant, surely he gave me a hug and kissed me, thanking me.
I don’t know, physical healthy, I don’t think they compare, I sometimes hear about drunk pregnant women and I don’t think that is healthy, the child can be born with handicaps. Healthy pregnancy involves taking care of oneself, that is preferable, so that the child can be born healthy.
